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The “Be kind to animals” BALOGNA.

So as not to confuse the issue. any mention of  “nature” should be considered

   to reference “plants and animals”, not man’s “nature”. (man has a sin nature)

On the basis of the fact that there is going to be resurrection to eternal damnation

  of souls in the future, we should follow what God has commanded us to do.

God instructs us to love our neighbor. This is our priority, second only to loving Him.

When you set out to define “kindness to animals” or “animal cruelty”,

     shouldn’t you let God provide His definition for these terms ?

Shouldn’t all actions fall BENEATH the priorities that God has set for us ?

Is there a better way to love your neighbor than to lead them to eternal life ?

God knows our needs (Matthew 6:31-32) and He has provided ALL things for us.

God does not need plants or animals.

God instructed man to have dominion over every living thing that moves.

God instructed us that He has provided every living thing that moves for food. (Gen. 9:3)

Immediately after instructing man (Noah and his sons) that they can kill animals for food,

       He draws the very strong difference between killing a man. (Gen. 9:6)

Would God ask you to kill an animal in an “inhumane way” ? (“inhumane”, not “inane” )

Yes. (Exodus 13:13, Leviticus 5:8, Deuteronomy 21:4 )

Why ? “animals” are not “human”.

Would God ask you to kill an animal in an “inane” way ? No. He doesn’t.

If you can love your neighbor by serving as a meat butcher to provide food for them,

then be the best meat butcher you can be.

But some think meat butchers are cruel to animals. Are you here to please men or God ?

If you can love your neighbor is by becoming a trainer of attack dogs to protect life,

then be the best trainer of attack dogs you can be.

But some say the way an attack dog has to be trained is cruel. Who will you please ?

If the best way you can approach your neighbors with the gospel is by befriending them

and the best way you know to befriend them is to go hunting with them for sport,

then go hunting with them for sport.

But some say hunting for sport is cruel or inhumane. Are you here to please men or God ?

If you can love your neighbor through providing solace through the use of animals,

then use animals for solace.

If you can love your neighbors by giving attention to animals they care about,

then show attention to those animals.

But some say you look like an animal lover or tree hugger. Who are we to please ?

I once heard that “nature is to be honored, each thing on its own level”.

That might be true, but can you guess what “level” nature is on compared to man ?

Give honor to “nature” ? Worship the creature more than the Creator ? (Romans 1:25)

Aren’t we to worship the Creator in truth ? (John 4:23)

The truth is animals do not have souls, people do.

Do animals matter as much as people ? Do animals have souls ?

                                                                     NO - animals do NOT have souls.

He that wins souls is wise. ( Proverbs 11:30 ) Are you going to win the soul of an animal ?

What is the “level” for honoring “nature” ? “on its own level”.  ( I Corinthians 7:31 )

I  heard we’re “given the responsibility of tending and nurturing it”.

That responsibility ended when man was “fired” from that job.

Jesus Christ will return at any moment.

What will happen to this fallen “plant and animal” nature after that ?  ( II Peter 3:10-12)

Brethren, the time is short.  ( I Corinthians 7:29 )

It’s all about priorities. Who has already provided His priorities ?

Who sets your priorities ?

Where is your priority of  “nature” compared to “saving the souls of men” ?
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
