Believers are commanded to gather together (assemble) on the first day of the week.

To my brethren in the faith of our Lord Jesus Christ,

What was it that ye disputed among yourselves by the way?

To intend to relate the gathering together (assembling) of believers with an intent for this to be on a specific day of the week?

There are only a few mere and weak references to be found in scripture regarding the first day of the week

though it may often be purported as sound doctrine by some men. Men who may possibly be setting a stumblingblock before
weaker brethren at best and with intent to bring them into bondage at worst. May God help them.
Let us question and review all of the witnesses.
Acts 20:7 - And upon the first day of the week, when the disciples came together to break bread, Paul preached unto them,
                   ready to depart on the morrow; and continued his speech until midnight.
Besides Acts being a transitional book which should not be the foundation for doctrine (lend support? yes, foundation? no), this scripture is not speaking to intent, but to fact, including the fact that they were still together for six hours of the second day of the week as well wherein he had broken bread, and eaten, and talked a long while, even till break of day(the second day) when he departed.

I Corinthians 16:2 - Upon the first day of the week let every one of you lay by him in store, as God hath prospered him, that there be no gatherings when I come.

This is not speaking to the assembling together with other believers, but that each man “by him” (at his own dwelling place) should gather, such as bushels of grapes from the vineyard, ears of corn from the field, etc. so that those things are at the ready to take to the saints AT JERUSALEM.

Does this relate to Acts 11 where a “whole year they assembled themselves with the church” and
“in these days came prophets FROM JERUSALEM unto Antioch.” and “one of them” signified that
“there should be great dearth throughout all the world:” and then the disciples, every man according to his ability,
determined to send relief unto the brethren which dwelt IN JUDAEA ?
A witness from Acts 14 - And thence sailed to Antioch, from whence they had been recommended to the grace of God
for the work which they fulfilled. And WHEN THEY WERE COME, and had gathered the church together,
they rehearsed all that God had done with them, and how he had opened the door of faith unto the Gentiles.

Did they wait for the first day of the week or did they gather when THEY WERE COME?

A witness from Acts 15 - they came to Antioch: and when they had gathered the multitude together, they delivered the epistle:

Did they wait for the multitude to gather or did they gather the multitude?

What of the witness of Hebrews 10:25 which many like to use as a hammer upon the anvil of their brother’s heads?
Hebrews 10:25 - Not forsaking the assembling of ourselves together, as the manner of some is; but exhorting one another: and so much the more, as ye see the day approaching

Are we to exhort one another more or to assemble ourselves together more, or both?

As we much exhort one another while we are assembled together, this could easily mean assemble together more often, could it not?

Does the first day of the week occur more often than once a week? Nay.

Well, that’s about it for what the witnesses in scripture have to say under the new testament regarding assembling together.
 It should not be difficult to conclude that there is little or no foundation for such a doctrine of a command to assemble together 
on the first day of the week. In fact, Romans 14:5 seems to give clear the most clear direction on establishing such a doctrine.

Romans 14:5 - One man esteemeth one day above another: another esteemeth every day alike.
                         Let every man be fully persuaded in his own mind.

For the purpose of assembling together, I am fully persuaded in my own mind that
the first day of the week is NO DIFFERENT than any other based on the number of the day.

Does the first day of the week have a history of providing a convenient time for many to gather? Yes.
Can the first day of the week still be a convenient time for many to gather? Yes.
Does that convenience constitute basis for a doctrine? Nay.
I have let my Nay be Nay.
