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( Why does the Authorized Version of the Bible contain words I can’t understand ?

( Why does God use different words than what I am accustomed to using ?

( Why can’t he speak plain ‘ol English ?

The fact is, He does use plain English. We just don’t use plain English anymore.

“modern” English deviates in such a way that the grammatical construction is not plain.

In other words, it leaves room for error in its interpretation of context.

( Well I just don’t understand it. Can someone please explain to me what God is saying ?

Yes, there are fellow citizens of the Kingdom who are willing to help.

Do not panic, but know this -

“modern” English has all but obliterated distinctions of the “second person”,

  both singular and plural, but especially you as a singular person !

Example:

  Pure English -> “When God gives His Word unto thee, Thou art the object.”

        To whom does He give His Word ?

        Are you unclear about how to understand this ?

Modern English -> “When God gives His Word to you, you are the object.”

        Now, to whom does He give His Word ?

        How do you know if this is “you” individually or “you” as a group ?

        Well . . . I guess “you” get to decide this for God. How nice.

( Yeah. Nice.
Note that the application of the distinctive grammar (reverse translation),

based on the “modern” English, puts “you” in a group (plural).

( So I am not individually accountable, the group is collectively responsible. How nice.

The subjective, objective, and possessive pronouns, as well as the possessive adjectives

have made the Singular and Plural forms of the “second person” all identical.

The only distinction remaining is the reflexive pronoun and this distinction only remains

because a new “modern” word was created - “YOURSELF”.

                 (Not to be confused with “YOURSELFISH”.)

If thou hath come thus far, thou hast not far to go.

Thou shouldest be near unto convincing “YOURSELF” One Way or another,

so we shall not even look toward the mess made by changes to the tenses

of the verbs and adverbs or at the implications of “will” and “shall”,

unless, of course, your interested.

( Cut it out. Maybe later. But didn’t you say “Alternatives exist”.

Yes, but identification of alternatives is made through the

determination of the grammatical construction and grammatical context.

( Huh ?

If you would like help understanding the grammar of God’s words,

please ask someone whom you, as an individual, know loves His words.

Please !!! - If you let someone or some group, whom you don’t even know “help you”

to understand God’s words, don’t assume they love God or His words ?

They might, but it is important to understand that they might NOT.

Please, just think about this, or better yet, let the Spirit of God lead you.

Can God be believed when he says, “the Spirit of truth will guide you into all truth” ?

Yes, His word “you” is plural here, meaning the whole group of believers.

His Spirit will lead each and every one in this group. Why? Because He loves you!
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
