Many young believers are impressionable and because the pledge is performed

 in an assembly of, quote, “Christians”, the impression is likely to be given

that each should already know how this pledge supports the body of Christ,

and may not seek guidance because of the inferred expectation that each believer

should readily know.       Be careful what you teach. ( I Timothy 4:16 )

Does God want us to examine what we do ?

Can we use God’s Word for correcting what we do ?

Do “Christians” really have a flag ?

Who designed the “Christian Flag” ? When ? Where ? Why ?

Would that be a good lesson for children to learn ?

Can children consider a pledge to be a statement of faith ?

Do we want children to recite a statement of faith ?  Even if they are not saved ? Lie?

Should a statement of faith allow an object to share honour with our Savior ?

How do these pledges minister to the body of Christ ?
To whom, not “what”, should allegiance be paid in the church ?

Can pledges of allegiance to objects detract from this message ?

Can these pledges in conjunction with a pledge to the flag of a nation

appear to place the same importance on each pledge ?

Does order determine, or at least indicate, relative importance ?

Which pledge is recited first and which pledge is recited last ? Why ?

Is your nation as important or more important than your Saviour ?

Where did this tradition originate ? Who ? Where? How? Why ?

Does the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag of the United States of America assert

that our allegiance to our Country and our Nation’s flag is subordinate to God ?

Does that pledge state “one nation under God” ?

What benefits are provided by the pledge to the “Christian flag” or to the Bible ?

IF …  the church supports the use of the “Christian Flag” ---

        Should the church keep it hidden inside under a bushel ?

        Should the church fly it outside on a flagpole (candlestick) ?

Is the “Christian Flag” flown “beneath” the flag of a nation ?

Is there anything uncertain or wrong with that picture ?

Sec. 7. Position and manner of display 

(k) When used on a speaker's platform, the flag, if displayed flat,

      should be displayed above and behind the speaker.

      When displayed from a staff in a church or public auditorium,

      the flag of the United States of America

      should hold the position of superior prominence,
       in advance of the audience, and in the position of honor
      at the clergyman's or speaker's right as he faces the audience.

      Any other flag so displayed should be placed on the 
      left of the clergyman or speaker or to the right of the audience.

    Did you know ?  If YOU pledge to the American Flag, YOU have relegated it SUPERIOR to the “Christian Flag”.
